Call to Order

Carried.
New Member (Joe Pederson).  The President read a letter from Joe Pederson that requested he be accepted as a member in CAFA, but excluded from membership in the Kingston Branch.  The President moved, seconded by Bob McBride that Joe Pederson be accepted as a member of CAFA National.  The motion was unanimously defeated.
